



AGREEMENT for DUAL MASTER’S PROGRAM
BETWEEN
YOUR UNIVERSITY
AND
National Taiwan University of Science and Technology
This Agreement is made on          , between the National Taiwan University of Science and Technology (hereafter referred to as Taiwan Tech) and YOUR UNIVERSITY ________ (hereafter referred to as “____”.) Both parties, desiring to promote and develop cooperation in research and education, intend by this Agreement to establish and develop a dual master’s program (DMP), named DMP for Taiwan Tech and YOUR UNIVERSITY. 
I. The REPRESENTATIVES
1.1  Specific publicity, recruitment of students and other collaborative projects involving both universities will be agreed between each university’s representatives. For your University its representatives shall be __________  and __________  (such other person as shall be appointed by College/Department/Graduate program.) For Taiwan Tech its representatives shall be the Dean of the Office of International Affairs and __________ (such other person as shall be appointed by College/Department/Graduate program.)  
1.2  Collaborative activities may be subject to additional terms and conditions agreed in writing between the parties’ representatives.
II. THE DUAL MASTER’S PROGRAM
2.1  Where sponsorship, satisfactory to the DMP, is available, Taiwan Tech and YOUR UNIVERSITY will, subject to students’ meeting required minimum standards, accept qualified students from both universities into the DMP in College/Department/Graduate program. Students registered in the program will, like all DMP students, be subject to the content of the DMP and all other student rules and regulations.

2.2 If at the end of the DMP, the students have been successful, then they shall be awarded a master’s degree by Taiwan Tech and YOUR UNIVERSITY.
2.3  YOUR UNIVERSITY’s / Taiwan Tech students, upon successful completion of the DMP, will then return to Taiwan Tech/YOUR UNIVERSITY.

2.4 In the event of an anticipated imbalance, either party may suspend or reduce intake or outflow of students to maintain the balance.

III.  SUPERVISION OF THE DMP
3.1  The program shall be administered through [your office name] at [your institution] and the Office of International Affairs at the National Taiwan University of Science and Technology.

3.2  Taiwan Tech /YOUR UNIVERSITY’s academic staff, where required, will provide academic guidance to YOUR UNIVERSITY/ Taiwan Tech’s students. 
3.3 It is anticipated that Taiwan Tech /YOUR UNIVERSITY may require further assistance from YOUR UNIVERSITY/ Taiwan Tech’s academic staff. This will be provided subject to agreement upon satisfactory terms.
IV FEES AND SCHOLARSHIPS
4.1 DMP students shall pay tuition and fees to the institution at which they    are enrolled each semester. 

4.2 DMP students may apply for available scholarships at the hosting institute.
4.3 The host institution may collect certain mandatory fees (e.g., health services) from incoming students. All such fees will be specified in advance.
V. REGISTRATION AND RECORDS

5.1 All DMP students must register on a full-time basis. DMP students will be required to complete credits in accordance with each of the two participating institutions' graduation regulations. At least one third of the required credits must be earned from each of the two participating institutions. Details of the required credits will be determined by the participating departments at each institute.

5.2 Records will be established for DMP students, and an official transcript of course work and grades will be mailed to the Registrar of the home institution on the completion of each semester of attendance.
5.3 Any academic credit that a DMP student receives from the host institution may be transferred back to the home institution in accordance with procedures determined by the home institution.
5.4 A DMP student who wishes to participate in a foreign language program in addition to the courses taken during the semester abroad may do so upon payment of established session fees to the host institution.

VI. STUDENT OBLIGATIONS

6.1  Students will be responsible for ensuring their own international transportation arranged either individually or by the sending institution. Travel costs will be the responsibility of the individual DMP students. 
6.2  Students are responsible for securing their own financial support, and the host institution bears no responsibility for providing funds to a DMP student for any purpose.
6.3 
Students are responsible for securing their own housing accommodations, but the host institution will provide assistance and support in locating appropriate housing. 
6.4  Students are required to be covered by health insurance valid in the host country. and must buy the health insurance before going to the host country. 
6.5  The obligations of the two institutions under this Agreement are limited to the DMP students only and do not apply to partners or dependants. Expenses of accompanying partners/dependants are the responsibility of the students.
6.6  Each UNIVERSITY reserves the right to dismiss any participating student at any time for academic or personal misconduct in violation of established regulations of the host institution and the host country. The dismissal of a participant shall not abrogate the agreement for the arrangements regarding other participants. DMP students are subject to the same rules and regulations as local students.
6.7  Upon completion of the study period at the host institution, the participating students must return to their home university. No extension of stay will be authorized unless otherwise specified by the home institution.
VII  INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS RELATING TO STUDENTS
7.1 All background intellectual property belonging to or under license to [your institution] shall remain under the exclusive ownership or license to [your institution] unless agreed to the contrary by [your institution] representative.

7.2 All background intellectual property belonging to or under license to Taiwan Tech shall remain under the exclusive ownership or license to Taiwan Tech unless agreed to the contrary by the Taiwan Tech representative.

7.3 Neither [your institution] nor Taiwan Tech shall use background intellectual property belonging to the other without the written consent of the other’s representative.

7.4 All new intellectual property created by an DMP student or academic staff supervising an DMP student while in either the [your institution] Program or the Taiwan Tech Program shall be jointly owned by [your institution] and Taiwan Tech and any other party agreed by [your institution] and Taiwan Tech to be involved in the sponsorship of the student.

7.5 Both [your institution] and Taiwan Tech agree that all arrangements relating to intellectual property remain subject to the agreed arrangements between [your institution] and Taiwan Tech.

VIII. PERIOD OF AGREEMENT & REVISION

8.1  This Agreement shall be executed on the date of signature and remain in 
effect for five (5) years. It shall be extended automatically for an 
additional period of five (5) years at each expiration date unless either 
party gives six (6) months’ advance notice in writing to terminate the 
Agreement. 

8.2 Both Taiwan Tech and [your institution] shall engage in mutual consultation 
and negotiation in the event(s) any major issue(s) arise in connection 
with this Agreement. 

8.3 In the case of any unresolvable problems arising from this Agreement, 
either institution may terminate with six (6) months’ prior notice, 
provided that individual DMP study programs in progress, or agreed to, 
are not interrupted. In addition, articles of this Agreement may be 
revised upon mutual consultation of both the parties herein.
For this purpose, the responsible parties will be the (President/Rector/Vice Chancellor) of the (your institution) and the (President/Vice-President/Dean) of the National Taiwan University of Science and Technology.
